 Redundant features in Trans-Soft’s new data center include: 

· Two power grids coming from separate power substations, which feed the uninterrupted power supply (UPS).  The dual power grids feed two redundant MGE 225KVA UPS systems, which are backed up by generators each capable of sustaining the entire facility.

· Two separate exterior fiber optics plants, each connected to two separate Central Offices (COs) ensure survivability with the Synchronous Optical Network (SONET) ring protection
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     from all fiber optics carriers.  The result is a Teir-1+ data facility with redundant metropolitan    

     networks, switch equipment and diversified fiber optic paths entering into the building.

· Fully meshed Dual Foundry Big Iron's and Juniper M40 routers ensure the facility has no single point of failure.  

· Three separate FM 200 fire and smoke detection systems are used throughout the data center to provide regionalized waterless fire suppression.  FM 200 Systems are backed up by a pre-action dry pipe sprinkler system.

In addition to the built-in redundancy provided by the new data center for safe, continuous shipment data transmission, Trans-Soft has employed many new technologies in the data center that improve availability, disaster detection and recovery for users of the service.  The Trans-Soft hosting service uses a mix of FreeBSD, Linux and Windows on load balanced HP servers with virtualization technologies, network monitoring and system notifications to meet the high accessibility needs of its customers and their affiliates.

“We are leveraging the power of our new servers with virtualization technology that permits us to use multiple independent virtual servers within the confines of a single server, providing the added benefits of mobility and reliability,” said Chad Bernick, general manager of Trans-Soft.  “If one of our monitoring systems notifies us of a problem, an entire group of virtual servers can be moved across the network and brought up in minutes.  In tandem with a highly scalable Citrix environment, it enables us to expand with our customers and maintain a dependable and highly available network to all vendors.  The result is a highly dynamic and reliable data center that enables our customers to focus on their core businesses while we focus on their IT needs.”
