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KICKS OFF TRANSPORTATION INDUSTRY SEMINARS 

DURING JULY 11TH RESIDENCY WEEK 

DENVER, CO, July 7, 2005  – The Intermodal Transportation Institute (ITI) at the University of Denver begins its summer quarter residency on July 11th for its Executive Master’s Program, which awards a Master of Science in Intermodal Transportation Management. The one-week residencies, held each quarter of the 5-quarter program, allow senior transportation managers to earn their graduate degree while working full time. The program is designed to prepare the leaders of an industry that is becoming increasingly integrated and intermodal.

The master’s program is a unique partnership between academia and the transportation industry. The interdisciplinary, integrated program is taught by university and adjunct faculty, transportation organization administrators, and transportation industry executives to ensure that students receive solid grounding in both the theory and practice of intermodal transportation management.

As part of this joint approach, students study and interact with leaders in the transportation industry from both the freight and passenger sectors This interaction will enhance students’ awareness of local, national, and international intermodal transportation issues, including transportation security concerns, and will provide them with the management and analytical skills necessary to address related business and public policy issues. 

Well-known administrators from the U.S. Department of Transportation and executives from the Utah Transit Authority, FedEx, Ingram Barge, J.B. Hunt, NYK Line (North America) BNSF and others will speak on both freight and passenger systems. Students will learn how various freight transportation modes provide commercial services and how passenger transportation modes operate. Additionally, students will study the characteristics of various networks, related public policy issues, financing, future challenges and shifts and trade-offs among modes.
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
