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BNSF’S MATT ROSE ADDRESSES INTERMODAL TRANSPORTATION INSTITUTE

- Stresses Key Role ITI Plays in Building New Generation of Transportation Leaders -

DENVER, CO, October 27, 2005 – In a keynote speech delivered to the Intermodal Transportation Institute (ITI) at the University of Denver, Matthew K. Rose, Chairman, President, and Chief Executive Officer of BNSF Railway Company, told ITI Board members, ITI students and faculty, and University senior administrators that ITI’s educational programs are well-positioned to play a significant role in developing a new generation of transportation leaders.

In a speech entitled “ITI: Helping Build a New Generation of Transportation Leaders,” Rose cited three specific areas in which ITI’s unique Executive Master’s Program in transportation management will play an important role in developing transportation industry leadership for the 21st century: by developing future managers who can deal with complex public policy issues; by identifying and solving the problems the transportation industry will face in the future; and by determining what sort of infrastructure investments will be required to meet future intermodal transportation needs on a global basis.  

In talking about the need to find ways to improve the nation’s transportation system, Rose said: “As an industry, we need to develop people who have the vision and the judgment to make good investments sooner and bad investments never. We must constantly find ways of improving and celebrating the development of our industry’s future leaders.”  

Rose also announced that BNSF has established the William E. Greenwood Scholarship at ITI, in honor of the many contributions made by the longtime BNSF executive to the growth and development of the intermodal freight transportation industry.  “Bill Greenwood is an important industry leader who created numerous innovations and a passion for excellence within BNSF and the intermodal industry,” he said in announcing the scholarship.

The William E. Greenwood Scholarship was established to promote graduate-level executive education for the next generation of transportation leaders, and it is one of the many industry-supported scholarships that have been established to support transportation professionals in the ITI Executive Master’s Program, which awards a Master of Science in Intermodal Transportation Management from the University of Denver. 

Other transportation organizations that have established scholarships to support the ITI graduate program include TTX Company, which created the Raymond C. Burton Jr. Scholarship that recognizes the former President and CEO of the company for his long tenure at TTX and his many contributions to the transportation industry; Wabtec Corporation, which established the Gilbert E. Carmichael Scholarship to honor the former Wabtec Vice Chairman and US Federal Railroad Administrator for a lifetime of dedication to the modern intermodal transportation industry; IDCS, Inc., which established the James Z. Peepas Scholarship to honor the former Chairman and CEO of Selecto-Flash, Inc., and CEO of Integrated Data Communications Systems, Inc.  Peepas, who passed away in August 2002, was also a longtime board member of the Intermodal Association of North America (IANA).  
“We are pleased that such prominent names in the transportation industry have established scholarships to support the University of Denver’s ITI executive graduate program,” said George C. Woodward, Managing Director, Glenthorne Capital, Inc., and ITI Board President.  “The recognition that the ITI Executive Master’s Program is receiving from industry leaders, such as BNSF and others, enables ITI to continue its professional educational program to develop knowledgeable and thoughtful leaders in our increasingly complex, global, business environment where policy, environment, ethics, and safe and secure transportation policies are critical to the success of the global economy.”

 The ITI Executive Master’s Program is a unique partnership between academia and the transportation sector that awards a Master of Science in Intermodal Transportation Management from the University of Denver. The 15-month program allows experienced transportation managers to earn their graduate degrees while continuing to work full time. In addition to the core transportation courses in freight systems, passenger systems, and the intermodal transportation network, the program courses include finance, economics, legal studies, supply chain, and leadership and are designed to prepare the next generation of managers in the increasingly integrated freight and passenger transportation sectors. The courses are taught by faculty teams distinguished by University of Denver faculty, nationally recognized faculty from other universities, and transportation sector executives to ensure that program participants receive a broad foundation in both the theory and the practice of intermodal transportation management.
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
