INTERNATIONAL TRAVEL SEMINAR KEY COMPONENT 

OF ITI’S EXECUTIVE MASTERS PROGRAM  

- Global Experience Essential for Next Generation of Transportation Leaders –
DENVER, CO, June 28, 2007 – According to the Intermodal Transportation Institute (ITI) at the University of Denver, one of the key components of its Master of Science in Intermodal Transportation Management program is the four-day international travel seminar that students take at the end of their program.
The ITI Intermodal Travel Seminar allows students, all of whom hold senior management positions in the transportation industry, to build upon their ITI coursework by providing them with the opportunity to better understand the practical challenges of creating and sustaining intermodal operations in today’s dynamic global economy. This year’s cohort, which graduated on June 8, recently returned from Shanghai, China, where students had the opportunity to visit companies exhibiting best practices in both freight and passenger transportation operations.  
Activities included visits to companies such as FedEx, Maersk, Matson, and APL; meetings with the Shanghai Railway Administration, Commercial Officers at the U. S. Consulate General; a tour of the newly-constructed Yangshan Port; and a visit, via Maglev train, to Pudong International Airport.  Accompanying the students were ITI faculty Dr. Michael D. Meyer, Professor of Civil and Environmental Engineering at the Georgia Institute of Technology; Ted Prince, Chair, Research and Policy Committee, ITI Board of Directors; and Dr. Carol Nappholz, Educational Programs Director, ITI.
“The ITI Intermodal Travel Seminar is a critical component of the MS in Intermodal Transportation Management,” said Ted Prince.  “This type of global experience is essential for the next generation of transportation leaders.  International travel helps students understand the confluence of intermodalism as it relates to the global economic success story while allowing them to experience firsthand new global technologies that address security, health and safety, and cross-border issues.  Having the opportunity to meet key international executives in person also allows our students to better understand the role of
intermodalism in the global economy, which, in turn, expands their opportunities for advancement within their respective companies.”  Previous travel seminar locations have included Vancouver, BC; Benelux countries; and Hong Kong/southern China.
