FreightScan FS100 Cargo Scanning Technology Meets with Success
- Revolutionary Cargo Scanning System Well-Received at Air Cargo Americas 2007;

New F.A.S.T. Cargo Security Technology Debuts-

Solana Beach, California, November 27, 2007 – FreightScan, LLC, a leader in the development and deployment of innovative technology solutions for the freight and logistics industry, debuted its revolutionary FreightScan FS100 automated dimensioning system for cargo scanning to a large group of attendees at the recent Air Cargo Americas 2007 show with great success.   

“I was very impressed with the demonstration of the FS100, and I think this product will be very valuable for the cargo industry,” said Jesse Dobrinsky, President of Cargo Connection Logistics Corp.  “Collecting accurate dimensional information has always been a challenge, and we are looking forward to exploring how the FS100 can be beneficial to our operations.”
“Our system was developed to meet the specific needs of the bulk cargo and logistics industries, and the reaction at the show is a clear indication that we have hit the mark,” said Michael Cairns, President of FreightScan.  “As a testament to how deployable the FS100 is, we were able to conduct live demonstrations of the system in our tradeshow booth, clearly showing the potential for industry participants to improve revenues and decrease operating costs.  As a result of the introduction of our technology at the show, we have received several offers for pilot programs and are on track for permanent installations in January.”     
The FreightScan FS100 system, which utilizes groundbreaking D.I.M.M. Tech™ (Defined Imaging and Multiple Measurement Technology), exceeds all existing standards for static dimming systems in the cargo industry.  For the first time in the United States, it enables cargo and logistics companies to collect accurate and reliable dimensions and calculate chargeable weight for multiple packages, in all configurations, with a single scan, in a matter of seconds.  The system captures a digital and laser image for 100% of scanned freight, and incorporates that visual record with every waybill. The automated data generation of correct dimensions and chargeable weight generates virtually instantaneous revenue gains for users with very little capital investment. 
Delivering unprecedented ease of deployment, the FreightScan FS100 system is compact and installs virtually anywhere in a warehouse, 15 feet off the floor, to streamline the dimming process and maximize warehouse resources.  It is capable of scanning a one-lot shipment in four seconds, and a multi-lot system in 6-8 seconds, delivering individual dims for each package to within one inch of accuracy. The company has received outstanding results from pilot programs, and estimates that for a cargo operation that handles 200 shipments a day, the FreightScan FS100 system can generate additional annual revenues by as much as $1.2 million.   
In addition to its successful public introduction of its FS100 cargo scanning unit, FreightScan also gave a PowerPoint preview of its next generation of cargo security screening with the introduction of its FreightScan Automated Security Screening for Transportation (F.A.S.T.) technology.  

The F.A.S.T. system for cargo security will ultimately provide the most practical solution for cargo screening to all players in the air cargo supply chain.  The system ensures the integrity of shipments from origin to destination, with an integrated method for identifying elevated risk cargo at several points along the supply chain.  The F.A.S.T. system is an add-on module to the FS100, as it takes the unique digital signature created by the scanning process for calculating dimensional weight, and combines it with other data to create “Package DNA” for every piece of a shipment.  This Package DNA creates a comparable record for all cargo that can be tracked and monitored.  The F.A.S.T. module offers the ability to initially scan a shipment from an indirect carrier to create the baseline Package DNA, then enables the air carrier to scan the same shipment again in its warehouse facility.  The F.A.S.T. technology database then compares the Package DNA of the two scans, triggering an alert to any changes in the package(s) and prompting an inspection of the shipment.  

“The F.A.S.T. system is compelling because it is the only security layer that has the ability to make cargo companies money while screening cargo with virtually no impact on workflow,” said André Johnson, founder and CEO of FreightScan.  “Because the core of the system is FreightScan’s FS100, freight operations will be empowered to simultaneously screen cargo while obtaining dimensional weight, providing the most robust, dynamic and secure scanning system in the cargo security industry.  We are already in talks with major air carriers about adopting this next step in the cargo screening process, and we are keeping TSA and members of Congress apprised of our progress.”
