- To Explore Past, Present and Future Solutions for Intermodal Transportation -
DENVER, CO, October 2, 2008 – The Council of Supply Chain Management Professionals (CSCMP) invited the Intermodal Transportation Institute (ITI) at the University of Denver to organize an intermodal panel session during its annual meeting in Denver this week.  The session, entitled “Transportation: Today, Tomorrow, and Beyond,” is open to CSCMP attendees and will be held in the Denver Convention Center at 2 p.m. Monday, October 6.  Press is invited.

Szyliowicz, PhD, an award-winning international expert and author on transportation policy, technology, and development, a founding member of the ITI Board of Directors, and a member of the ITI faculty team.  Lawrence H. Kaufman is a well-known transportation writer and ITI Board member whose regular intermodal column can be seen in The Journal of Commerce; John Allen, a graduate of the ITI Executive Masters Program, is a 20-year veteran of the maritime shipping industry and currently serves as Managing Director of Customer Support for APL, Ltd and APL Logistics, where he oversees the coordination of shipment activity and related customer interface for all import and export cargo moving into and out of the United States and Canada.
The roughly 45-minute panel session will also focus on how the current infrastructure crisis and re-pricing of fuel affects the U.S. and its economic growth within the global economy.  Panelists will take questions from the audience in a Q&A session and will be available to the press immediately following the panel.
